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STORY SYNOPSIS

ACTI

King Alonso of Naples, his son Ferdinand, and his brother Sebastian are on their way home
home from Tunis to Italy when a storm hits and demolishes their ship. Shipwrecked with
them are an advisor, Gonzalo, the lords Adrian and Francisco, and the Duke of Milan,
Antonio. They are forced to abandon ship onto a nearby island.

On the island, the sorcerer Prospero talks to his teenage daughter, Miranda, who saw the
shipwreck. Prospero decides to tell her about their family’s past: twelve years earlier, he was
the Duke of Milan, but his brother, Antonio, overthrew him and set him and Miranda adrift at
sea. They landed on this island, where they have lived ever since. Today, his enemies
happened to sail past, and he took the opportunity to cause a storm.

The shipwrecked travelers are separated. At Prospero's bidding, the invisible Ariel directs
their wanderings. Ariel leads Ferdinand, the King's son, to Prospero's cell, where he and
Miranda instantly fall in love. Prospero sets heavy tasks to test Ferdinand's affections.

The King of Naples searches for his son, although fearing him to be drowned. Sebastian, the
king's brother, plots to kill him and seize the crown.

The drunken butler, Stephano, and the jester, Trinculo, encounter Caliban, who persuades
them to kill Prospero so that they can rule the island. However, Ariel manages to make
mischief between them and they are soon bickering among themselves.

ACT I

Satisfied that Ferdinand has met all his challenges, Prospero presents the young couple with
a betrothal masque celebrating their love and the blessings of marriage. He is distracted
from this, however, when he remembers Caliban's plot.

As Prospero's plan draws to its climax, he vows that upon its completion he will abandon the
magic. Ariel brings Alonso and his followers to the cell, and Prospero, in his own persona as
Duke of Milan, confronts his enemies and forgives them. In the betrothal of Ferdinand and
Miranda, the rift between Naples and Milan is healed.

Finally, Prospero grants Ariel freedom and prepares to leave the island for Milan and his
restored Dukedom.

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WHY IMMERSIVE?

A NOTE ON THE PRODUGTION AND DESIGN

BY SARA BEIL

When choosing a show, we always start with this
question: “why immersive?” These days, the
word “immersive” is everywhere. It's a big
buzzword that can mean anything from a selfie
museum to a themed bar to a standard
production of The Lion King where the actors
run through the aisles at the top of the show.

In this production, we didn’t want the immersive
elements to feel like a cheap gimmick, but a
purposeful ingredient — an “amuse bouche” to
the main course.

Our goal for this show is to make Shakespeare
accessible, fun, and engaging for ALL audiences
— whether this is your first time seeing the show
or your 100th. The text can be dense and hard to
understand for people who don’t have a pre-
existing knowledge of The Tempest. So the
intent of the immersive elements is used to
serve the story, by cementing the larger themes,
backstory, and characters of the show before it
even begins.

We chose The Tempest because the show takes
place (for the most part) in one location, in real
time. And the magical island that Prospero,
Miranda, Caliban, and Ariel all inhabit provided a
treasure trove of opportunities. Who doesn’t
want to explore a mysterious, magical island?

Since we knew what venue we would be
working in, we were able to tailor the experience
to our surroundings. Instantly, the lobby became
the ship and the main stage became the island.

AFTER HOURS

We wanted to make the island feel alive — as if
memories of years past have all imprinted
themselves into the sand. So much of the show
focuses on Prospero’s side of the story, but
how does the story change from the other
characters’ perspectives? Our preshow
experience focuses on the characters who
surround Prospero — specifically the three
characters who have grown up on this island.

What was Miranda’s and Caliban’s relationship
like before he was banished to the cave? What
impression did Sycorax leave on the island?

We used interactive moments and puzzles as a
way to engage the audience before the show
and essentially trick them into doing their
“homework.” Yes, these moments are
(hopefully) fun, but they’re also informational,
and we hope that along the way you can pick
up some nuggets of backstory. So, as Ariel
says, “wander, get lost, roam, and be free.”
